The purpose of this activity is two-fold:  first, to provide all the Webelos a chance to meet with the Troop in an outdoor setting and begin learning outdoor skills prior to crossing over , and, second, to provide an opportunity for the parents of the Webelos to meet the Troop leaders and to see the types of skills their sons will be learning in the future.  All Scouts will have the opportunity to observe and participate in skill demonstrations in knot tying, tent set-up, map and compass, backpacking, stove usage and cooking.  We will set up stations for each skill for the Scouts to rotate through; the day will culminate with dinner for all, a campfire with skits, and time for questions anyone might have.

Mount Riley Ranch is located on B.L.M. land about 20 miles west of Santa Teresa, New Mexico.  Everyone is encouraged to meet in the Dollar General parking lot on the corner of Artcraft and Upper Valley at 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, December 1, 2007, and proceed by caravan to the camping area, which will already be set up; it’s about an hour’s drive.  Adult leaders of Troop 164 will lead the caravan; if for some reason you can’t join the caravan or need to come out on you own, please use the map below as a guide.

Each person who participates will need to bring the following:  a sack lunch, a mess kit or eating utensils for dinner, a water bottle and drinking water, sun protection of some sort, and one can of food to be added to the hobo stew we’ll have for dinner (if you’ve never had hobo stew, you’re in for a treat).  Please check the weather and dress accordingly; remember the Scout motto – Be Prepared!  If you need a tent or sleeping bag let us know in advance as we have a limited number available.
Our campfire will end fairly early so that those who wish to return to El Paso Saturday night may do so.  Many  will be spending the night and returning to El Paso on Sunday morning; if you’d like to camp overnight with us, please feel free to do so.
